n Smiths Coal Pit. The eighteenth century engine house is
still standing in the grounds of no. 54 on the right. There was
another pit further down on the left in the lane leading to
Lower Cock Road.

E Grimsbury Farm. Home of the local BTCV volunteers
group and a working educational farm. Just by the edge of
the ring road was the site of Grimsbury Pit. There were two
shafts here, with another just over the other side of the ring

road.
’ H Elm Walk. This was the grounds of William Champion,
> b1710-d1789, who was the main producer of Zinc, Copper and
4‘ Brass in the area, if not in the country. As you walk along this
L%y {‘.“. path, on the right is the site of the 16-acre lake. Just before

you cross a wooden bridge look to the right and at the top of
the mobile homes site stands Neptune’s Statue ¢1750.

It is 30ft tall and once stood on an island in the middle of the
lake.
